	 Trailing by 14 points with just 7:32 remaining, 
the Mountaineers scored on their final three 
possessions, while coming up with big defensive 
stops to stun the Red Raiders in front of 58,502 
at Jones AT&T Stadium.
	 In the win, West Virginia posted two 100-yard 
rushers and two 100-yard receivers for the first 
time in school history. 
	 Fans expected to see plenty of offense from 
the two teams, and they were not disappointed. 
The Mountaineers scored on their opening drive  
for the fifth time this season, when Lambert hit 
the first of his three field goals as his 42-yarder 
gave WVU a 3-0 lead.
	 The Red Raiders answered with two scores 
before the end of the quarter to take a 14-3 
advantage.
