• West Virginia (23-15, 7-12 Big 12) reached the Postseason WNIT Championship game, but fell 62-
60 in front of a crowd of 8,658 at the Charleston Civic Center. 
• The Mountaineers reeled off  fi ve consecutive victories and played in a school-record 38 games 
for the team’s second Postseason WNIT Championship game appearance. 
• Bria Holmes, All-Big 12 First Team honoree and WBCA All-America Honorable Mention, paced 
WVU with 716 points (18.8 ppg). Holmes’ point total set a new record for a WVU junior and ranked 
second all-time behind junior Rosemary Kosiorek. 
• Senior Averee Fields, All-Big 12 Honorable Mention, fi nished second on the team with 13.8 
points per game. She became the program’s 32nd 1,000-point scorer on March 19 versus Buff alo. 
• Sophomore Lanay Montgomery led the Big 12 and ranked 10th in the NCAA with 124 blocks. 
Montgomery’s block total was the fourth highest in a single-season.

2014-15 SEASON NOTABLES
• West Virginia reached the Postseason 

WNIT Championship for the second time. 
The Mountaineers fell to Missouri State in 
the 2005 title game. 

• WVU set a school records in rebounds 
(1,621) and blocks (242) in its deepest 
postseason run since 2005. 

• Under Mike Carey’s tutelage, the 
Mountaineers have reached postseason 
play in 11 of his 14 seasons and nine 
consecutive years. Carey’s squads have 
boasted 20 or more wins nine times.

• WVU reeled off  seven consecutive 
victories from Nov. 26 to Dec. 20. The 
Mountaineers then would pick up fi ve 
straight wins in the Postseason WNIT 
(March 24-April 1). 

• The Mountaineers extended their home 
court winning streak to 16 games this 
season before it was snapped with a loss 
to nationally-ranked Baylor on Jan. 10. 

• WVU collected three wins over Top 
25 programs in 2014-15: No. 21/20 
Oklahoma State (Jan. 17), No. 24 
Oklahoma (Feb. 24) and No. 24 Texas 
(March 1).

• Lanay Montgomery recorded 24 
rebounds versus Temple for the fourth-
most in a single game in program history. 

• Montgomery netted eight blocks against 
the Owls, becoming the fi rst WVU player 
to ever post at least 24 rebounds and 
eight blocks in a game.

WNIT TIDBITS
• West Virginia made its ninth consecutive 

postseason appearance and the 14th 
overall in program history.

• The Mountaineers appeared in the 
Postseason Women’s National Invitation 

Tournament (WNIT) for the fourth time 
and the fi rst since the 2009 season. 

• WVU went 1-1 in 2009 falling to St. 
Bonaventure in the second round.

• In 2005, WVU won four consecutive 
games to reach the WNIT Championship 
game, eventually falling 78-70 at 
Southwest Missouri State.

• WVU reached the WNIT title game for the 
second time, but fell short in a 62-60 loss 
to UCLA. 

• There were 8,658 fans in attendance at 
the Charleston Civic Center for the WNIT 
Championship Game. 

HOME COURT ADVANTAGE
• West Virginia has won 18 consecutive 

games inside the Coliseum against non-
conference opponents. 

• WVU set a school record for most home 
wins in a single-season at 19. WVU went a 
perfect 17-0 during the 2009-10 season. 

• West Virginia is 90-7 at home against non-
conference opponents since 2002.

• West Virginia holds an 9-1 record at home 
in the Postseason WNIT.

HOLMES WITH MORE HONORS
• Junior guard Bria Holmes grabbed 

Women’s Basketball Coaches Association 
(WBCA) All-Region 5 and All-America 
Honorable Mention.

• The accolade is the fi rst for Holmes. She 
joins Asya Bussie (2014), Olayinka Sanni 
(2008) and Meg Bulger (2005) as All-
America Honorable Mention selections.

• Junior Bria Holmes garnered unanimous

• She is only the third WVU player to grab 
consecutive First Team All-Conference 
honors, joining Liz Repella (2010-11) and 
Rosemary Kosiorek (1990-92). 

• Senior Averee Fields was named All-Big 12

HOLMES FINISHES FANATASTIC YEAR
• Bria Holmes’ 18.8 points per game were 

second in the Big 12. 
• She has scored double-fi gures in 40 of her 

last 41 games.
• Her 1,412 career points are 16th at WVU. She 

is 16 points shy of passing Yolanda Paige for 
16th.

• Holmes was named to the Preseason WNIT 
All-Tournament team, averaging 27.5 points 
in three games.

• With her 30 points against TCU on Feb. 4, 
Holmes has reached the 30-point plateau 
four times in her career. 

• Holmes is tied for fourth with four 30-point 
career games. Her three 30-point games 
this season are also tied for fourth on WVU’s 
single-season ledger. 

• She notched her second career 30-point 
game with 36 vs. Seton Hall. She recorded 
the fi rst 35-point game by a WVU player 
since Meg Bulger in 2005. 

• Holmes is tied for seventh all-time at WVU, 
notching 24 20-point games. 

• Holmes added her third 30-point game by 
tallying 32 in the 83-39 win over Evansville. 

• With her layup at the 14:50 minute mark 
in the second half at No. 3 Texas (Jan. 7), 
Holmes became the 31st West Virginia 
player to register 1,000-points in a career.

• Her 716 points this season is second 
all-time at WVU and a record by a 
Mountaineer junior.

• Holmes is only the fourth player to have 
500+ points in two diff erent seasons at 
WVU.

• Holmes’ 18.8 scoring average sits eighth 
all-time in a single season.

• WVU’s 28 off ensive rebounds vs. TCU (Feb. 

4) were the most since inking 30 in 2011.
• Center Lanay Montgomery’s 24 rebounds 

against Temple on Wednesday were tied 
for the fourth most in a single game in 
program history. 

• Her nine o-boards vs. Baylor in January 
were the most since Korinne Campbell 
had nine in 2010.

• Lanay Montgomery leads the way with 
124blocks this season, her mark is third in 
a single-season. Georgeann Wells (‘86) 
holds the other three records. 

• Montgomery’s 3.26 bpg was 10th 
nationally and leads the Big 12.

• WVU was sixth nationally with 6.4 bpg.

  Junior Bria Holmes’ game-leading 23 points carried the 
No. 17-ranked West Virginia women’s basketball team past 
Eastern Kentucky, 67-42, on Saturday evening in the opening 
round of the Preseason WNIT at the WVU Coliseum.
  West Virginia (1-0) used a 12-point run to close out the 
fi rst half and took a commanding 30-19 halftime lead. WVU 
added four more points to the run in the second half before 
EKU came fi ring back.
  The Colonels (0-1) cut the defi cit to 11 midway through 
the second half, but were unable to overcome the stingy play 
from WVU. West Virginia is now 13-1 in season openers under 
head coach Mike Carey.
  Holmes tied a career-high with nine fi eld goal makes. Her 
24 attempts tied fi ve others for 10th most fi eld goals shot by 
a Mountaineer junior. The Big 12 Preseason Player of the Year 
notched three steals, two assists and a block in 37 minutes of 
play.
  Veteran leaders Linda Stepney and Averee Fields each 
reached double-digits with 13 and 12 points, respectively. 
The duo combined for 10-of-14 from the fi eld. Stepney 
handed out three assists and committed just one turnover in 
36 minutes.
  Crystal Leary, a native of Norfolk, Virginia, grabbed 11 
rebounds and swatted away a career-high four blocks in the 
win. Freshman Teana Muldrow tallied eight points and pulled 
in fi ve boards during the win.
  EKU’s Michaela Hunter, Mariah Massengill and Shameekia 
Murray each had a team-leading eight points for the 
Colonels. Hunter corralled seven rebounds, including six off  
the defensive glass.
  The Mountaineers made 24-of-56 from the fi eld for 42.9 
percent, holding EKU to 14-of-51 for 27.5 percent. WVU hit six 
treys compared to the Colonels’ fi ve. The Mountaineers held a 
slight rebounding edge 44-38, scoring 26 points in the paint. 
The Colonels won the points off  turnover battle, 17-12.
  Early in the contest, Eastern Kentucky capitalized on 
WVU’s shooting woes as the Colonels took a 6-2 edge 
through the fi rst fi ve minutes. Holmes hit back-to-back triples 
cutting the Mountaineers defi cit to 9-8 with 14-plus minutes 
remaining.
  WVU found its fi rst lead with a Holmes layup to take a 
13-12 edge. EKU quickly responded with its second triple to 
regain the edge. Both teams swapped leads until Stepney hit 
a game-tying free throw at 19-19. The Mountaineers closed 
out the fi rst half on a 12-0 run in the fi nal fi ve minutes to take 
a commanding 30-19 halftime advantage.
 Holmes led all scorers at the half with 17 points, while Leary 
pulled in seven rebounds. EKU’s Murray led the Colonels with 
six fi rst-half points. WVU shot 35.5 percent (11-of-31) from 
the fi eld, while EKU was limited to 7-of-28 for 25 percent.  
  The Mountaineers’ momentum continued into the second 
half as WVU stretched its lead to 15. Eastern Kentucky 
snapped its seven-minute drought with a trey from Alexus 
Cooper.

 The No. 17 West Virginia women’s basketball team 
outlasted Seton Hall in an off ensive showcase, 89-87, on 
Monday evening at the WVU Coliseum to advance to the 
Preseason WNIT semifi nals.
  The Mountaineers (2-0) trailed by four with nine minutes 
remaining. Averee Fields’ layup at 7:09 gave WVU a brief 72-
70 lead that it would never relinquish down the stretch.
  WVU stretched its advantage to nine under four minutes 
to play, but Seton Hall (1-1) continued to battle back. A pair 
of free throws from Pirates star Ka-Deidre Simmons cut WVU’s 
edge to one in the fi nal 13 seconds. Redshirt freshman Teana 
Muldrow hit a free throw to give WVU an 89-87 lead with six 
seconds. A last layup attempt from Simmons fell short, as 
West Virginia secured the win.
  Holmes, the Big 12 Preseason Player of the Year, put 
together one of the most memorable performances in WVU 
Coliseum history with a career-best 36 points in the win.

 Fields earned her fi rst career double-double scoring 
performance with 21 points, 15 rebounds and dishing out 
fi ve assists. Muldrow fi nished out double-fi gure scoring for 
WVU with 19 points and nine boards. The freshman’s six 
triples tied three others for third most by a Mountaineer 
freshman with the most recent eff ort from Taylor Palmer in 
2010 versus High Point.
 Seton Hall had four players reach double-fi gures as 
Tabatha Richardson-Smith paced the Pirates with 32 points.

 West Virginia (6-1) used a series of runs to take 
commanding lead and clinch its second 40-point win of the 
season. Saturday’s win gave the Mountaineers their 13th 
straight win inside the Coliseum, which remains the fourth 
longest in program history.
  Junior Bria Holmes led all scorers with 20 points, pulling in 
seven rebounds, collecting fi ve steals and handing out four 
assists.
  Forwards Averee Fields and Lanay Montgomery both 
recorded double-doubles, becoming the fi rst duo since 
Christal Caldwell and Ayana Dunning to achieve that feat 
in 2011. Fields poured in 15 points and 10 rebounds for her 
second double-dip of the year. Montgomery netted her fi rst 
career double-double with 12 rebounds and 10 points, while 
tying a career-best with fi ve blocks.
  Freshman Teana Muldrow rounded out the WVU double-
digit scorers with 10 points.

  The fi rst half remained close with WVU (7-1) taking a 
40-32 halftime lead over the Dukes (5-4). West Virginia used 
a 10-0 run midway through the second half to secure its 14th 
consecutive win inside the Coliseum.

  Holmes poured in 27 points, setting a career-best with 
13 made fi eld goals.

 The No. 21-ranked West Virginia University women’s 
basketball team used a dominating all-around performance 
to close out non-conference play with a 101-46 victory over 
Saint Francis on Monday evening at the WVU Coliseum.
  The Mountaineers (10-2) started out the contest with 
18-4 lead and used a 21-point second half spurt to snatch 
their 16th consecutive win inside the Coliseum. That streak is 
the fi fth longest nationally and moves into a tie for the third 
longest in program history.

 The No. 25-ranked West Virginia University women’s 
basketball team led for nearly eight minutes in the second 
half over No. 5-ranked Baylor, but fell short in a 66-62 contest 
at the WVU Coliseum on Saturday afternoon.
  West Virginia (10-5, 0-3 Big 12) climbed out of an 11-point 
fi rst half defi cit, as the Lady Bears (14-1, 3-0 Big 12) took a 36-
32 lead at the break. In the second half, both teams battled 
back-and-forth swapping the lead four times until Averee 
Fields banked a jumper at 12:12. WVU would stretch its edge 
to four points with under eight minutes to go.
  However, Baylor’s Imani Wright connected on a trey at 
5:24 to tie the game.  From there, the Bears pushed their 
lead to six with under two minutes remaining. A Bria Holmes 
jumper with just 50 seconds remaining, cut the game to 64-
62. But BU star Nina Davis pulled in an off ensive rebound that 
led to two Baylor free throws from Kristy Wallace, thus ending 
the threat. Saturday’s loss snapped a 16-game home court 
winning streak, which was the third longest at WVU.
  Lanay Montgomery had a stellar performance, notching 
her third double-double of the year with 12 points and 17 
rebounds. Montgomery’s 17 boards, were the fi fth-most in a 
single game by a WVU sophomore.
  Holmes paced the Mountaineers with 17 points. Guard 
Linda Stepney added 10 points and dished out six assists in 
the victory. Averee Fields rounded out the WVU double-
fi gure scorers with 14 points, six rebounds and four assists.

 A tough off ensive night hampered the West Virginia 
University women’s basketball team in a 55-45 loss to Texas 
Tech on Wednesday evening at the WVU Coliseum.
  West Virginia (10-6, 0-4 Big 12) opened up the contest to 
a 15-6 lead before Texas Tech (12-4, 2-2 Big 12) capitalized on 
19 consecutive missed shots from the Mountaineers to take a 
22-21 lead at the break. The Lady Raiders opened the second 
half on a 14-point run and never allowed WVU to cut the 
defi cit to single digits en route to their second Big 12 win.
  Junior guard Bria Holmes paced the Mountaineers with 
16 points and two steals. Averee Fields etched her 16th 
consecutive game in double fi gures going 7-of-16 from 
the fi eld for 14 points.

 A 13-1 run to start the second half propelled West Virginia 
University women’s basketball to a 63-51 victory over Kansas 
State on Wednesday evening at the WVU Coliseum.
  For the fi rst time this season, WVU (12-6, 2-4 Big 12) 
overcame a halftime defi cit to win the game. Trailing 25-22 
and shooting just 32 percent (8-of-25) in the opening half, 
West Virginia fi red back by knocking down 53.6 percent (15-
of-28) of their shots in the second half. Despite K-State’s (11-6, 
1-5 Big 12) attempt to cut the game to single digits in the 
fi nal fi ve minutes, the Mountaineers held on for their second 
consecutive win.
  In just her third game, junior Jessica Morton registered a 
game-high 22 points. The guard knocked down eight fi eld 
goals, four of those coming behind the arch. Bre McDonald 
registered 11 points and handed out three assists in her 
second start this season.
  Center Lanay Montgomery had a remarkable performance 
with 12 rebounds, a career-best nine blocks and six points 
in 32 minutes. Montgomery’s nine defl ections were the 
most for a WVU player in a single game since the legendary 
Georgeann Wells blocked nine against Marshall on Dec. 10, 
1985. That mark tied Wells for fourth most in program history.
 Averee Fields and Bria Holmes rounded out WVU’s double-
fi gure scoring with 12 and 10 points, respectively.
 Off ensively, WVU shot 43.4 percent (23-of-53) from the 
fi eld and hit fi ve triples. The Wildcats were limited to 31.5 
percent shooting (17-of-54). WVU outmanned K-State 41-31 
on the boards. West Virginia fi nished with 15 blocks, the most 
since defl ecting 17 against Cincinnati on January 8, 2011. The 
team blocks were tied for second most in a single game in 
NCAA Division I play this season.
  K-State hit over 40 percent for the majority of the fi rst 
half and stretched its lead to 10-6 in the fi rst six minutes. 
A three-pointer by Haley Texada at 9:17 gave the Wildcats 
their largest advantage of fi ve.

 The West Virginia University women’s basketball team 
withstood a late comeback attempt from TCU to collect a 
76-71 win over the Horned Frogs at the WVU Coliseum on 
Wednesday evening.
  The Mountaineers (14-8, 4-6 Big 12) led by as many as 
15 in the second half. Foul trouble limited WVU’s two point 
guards, Linda Stepney and Jessica Morton, down the stretch. 
Capitalizing on WVU’s foul troubles, TCU (13-8, 5-5 Big 12) cut 
the defi cit to four points with 4:27 remaining. WVU pushed 
the game back to nine with over a minute to go and held on 
for its third consecutive victory at home.
  Bria Holmes paced the Mountaineers with 30 points. She 
knocked down nine fi eld goals and went 11-of-13 from the 
charity stripe. The 30-point game was the fourth for Holmes 
in her career and the third this season.
  Senior Averee Fields registered her second consecutive 
double-double, scoring 13 points and grabbing 10 boards. 
Fields also had two steals and two assists. Bre McDonald 
matched her career-high of 19, while grabbing four rebounds 
and collecting three steals.
  Overall, WVU made 27-of-64 fi eld goals for 42.2 percent. 
The Mountaineers connected on 20-of-26 (76.9%) at the 
free throw line. TCU shot 40 percent (26-of-65) from the fi eld 
and hit 82.4 percent (14-of-17) of its free throw attempts. 
WVU pounded the boards with 52 rebounds on the night, 
compared to just 30 for the Horned Frogs.

 The West Virginia University women’s basketball team 
was unable to overcome a low-scoring fi rst half in a 52-46 
loss to Oklahoma State on Wednesday evening at the WVU 
Coliseum.
  The Mountaineers (15-11, 5-9 Big 12) were held to just 
13 points in the opening frame, as Oklahoma State (17-8, 
7-7) took a 10-point lead at halftime. The 13 points were the 
fewest ever in a half for West Virginia inside the Coliseum.
  Despite shooting a much-improved 44 percent (11-of-25) 
in the second half, West Virginia could pull within six. The loss 
snapped a four-game home win streak for West Virginia and 
gave the Cowgirls their fourth consecutive win.
  Limited much of the fi rst half due to foul trouble, Bria 
Holmes paced West Virginia with 12 points. With her 12 
on Wednesday, it marked the 18th time a WVU player had 
reached 500 or more points in a season. Averee Fields 
reached double-digits with 10, while she snatched a team-
best four steals. Lanay Montgomery inked seven blocks in the 
game, moving her season total to 97.
 Off ensively, WVU fi nished shooting 35.4 percent from the 
fi eld (17-of-49) compared to OSU’s 40.7 percent (22-of-54).

 Redshirt freshman Teana Muldrow hit a game-winning 
jumper with fi ve seconds remaining to help West Virginia 
women’s basketball complete a 54-52 comeback victory over 
Iowa State on Saturday afternoon in the annual Play 4Kay 
pink game and Alumni Day at the WVU Coliseum.
  A slow off ensive fi rst half had the Mountaineers (16-11, 
6-9 Big 12) down by 17 with two-plus minutes remaining.

 The West Virginia University women’s basketball team 
rallied from a 14-point hole in the second half to knock off  
No. 24-ranked Texas, 76-69, in overtime on Sunday afternoon 
at the WVU Coliseum.
  There were plenty of runs by both teams, but Texas (19-9, 
8-9 Big 12) held strong most of regulation. Determined not 
to lose on Senior Day, veteran Averee Fields’ jumper with six 
minutes remaining cut the Mountaineers’ defi cit to 10 points. 
WVU (17-12, 7-10) went on a 15-4 run from that point, which 
culminated on a Fields jumper that tied the game, 61-61, 
with 14 seconds remaining.
  In overtime, three-pointers from Fields and Bria Holmes 
helped West Virginia stretch its lead to fi ve. Texas cut the lead 
to three after a Brooke McCarty jumper with 1:22 remaining, 
but WVU connected on 7-of-8 free throws to seal its 14th 
win at home this season. It was the fi rst overtime game for 
West Virginia since defeating Texas, 56-49, on Jan. 12, 2014 in 
Morgantown. Sunday’s attendance of 4,303 was the largest of 
the season and the 16th largest at the WVU Coliseum. 
 Fields and Holmes both matched game-highs with 
19 points. Bre McDonald (13) and Linda Stepney also 
contributed with double fi gures. McDonald and Holmes each 
had eight boards in the victory, while Stepney distributed a 
game-best seven assists.
  Overall, West Virginia fi nished shooting 39.1 percent (25-
of-64) from the fi eld. Texas connected slightly better at 43.9 
percent (25-of-57). From the charity stripe, the Mountaineers 
made 21-of-24 for 87.5 percent. On the defensive end, WVU 
turned 17 Longhorn turnovers into 20 points.
  Both teams traded buckets early on before Texas 
capitalized on a six-minute WVU scoring drought and 
took a 16-7 lead. In the fi nal 10 minutes of the half, West 
Virginia used a 9-2 lead to cut their double-fi gure defi cit. 
Crystal Leary’s two free throw makes cut the game to 24-23. 
However a Longhorn 9-2 run gave UT a 33-25 halftime lead.
  In the opening half, UT made 12-of-24 from the fi eld for 
50 percent while keeping WVU at 32 percent (8-of-25).

  The Mountaineers (17-13, 7-11 Big 12) led by as many 
as 14 in the game and held a 12-point advantage with less 
than 10 minutes remaining. From that stretch, the Wildcats

 The No. 7-seed West Virginia University women’s 
basketball team couldn’t overcome a slow start in the fi rst 
half, falling 67-55 to No. 2-seed Oklahoma in the quarterfi nal 
round of the Phillips 66 Big 12 Championship on Saturday 
evening at the American Airlines Center.
  Oklahoma (20-10) closed out the opening half on a 
23-9 run to take a 14-point lead in the locker room. The 
Mountaineers (18-14) cut the game to single digits seven 
times in the second half, including trimming the game to 
seven with less than fi ve minutes remaining. The Sooners 
pushed their lead back to 12, securing a berth to the Big 12 
Championship semifi nals.
  A trio of Mountaineers tallied double-fi gures with junior 
guard Bria Holmes leading the way with 17 points and seven 
assists. Averee Fields followed with 12 points, while Bre 
McDonald posted 12. Despite playing just 14 minutes, Lanay 
Montgomery corralled nine rebounds and blocked a shot. 
Senior Linda Stepney dished out six assists, scored fi ve and 
collected a pair of steals.
  The two squads both shot near even with OU knocking 
down 37.3 percent (20-of-53) and WVU 36.4 percent (20-of-
55). The Sooners outrebounded WVU 40-32. OU scored 26 
points in the paint and notched 22 second chance points.
  West Virginia made program history with its fi ve blocks 
in the game. The Mountaineers now have 210 blocks, which 
broke a single-season record of 207 set by the 1984 squad.
Oklahoma held an early lead and went on a seven-point run. 
Peyton Little had fi ve of those seven points as OU pushed its 
edge to 11-4 with 13:50 left in the opening half.
West Virginia proceeded on a 7-0 run, capped by a Holmes 
triple to tie the game 11-11 with under 12 minutes left in 
fi rst half.
  The Sooners once again found another quick eight-point 
spurt to lead 19-11 with eight minutes remaining. That run 
would be a 19-5 run that helped OU hold a 34-20 lead at the 
break.

 The West Virginia University women’s basketball team 
overcame a four-point defi cit with 30 seconds remaining to 
force overtime and win, 75-70, over Villanova in the extra 
period on Sunday to advance to the Women’s National 
Invitation Tournament (WNIT) semifi nals for the fi rst time 
since 2005.
  West Virginia (22-14) trailed by as many as six with three 
minutes remaining. However, Linda Stepney and Bria Holmes 
converted two layups in the fi nal 23 seconds to tie the game 
at 62-62 and send it to extra time. Averee Fields scored the 
fi rst six points in the extra period to help the Mountaineers 
push a lead they would never give up in front of an 
announced crowd of 2,509 fans at the Coliseum. 
  With Sunday’s victory, WVU set a school single-season 
record with 18 home victories and has won 17 straight at the 
Coliseum against non-conference opponents. West Virginia is 
2-0 in overtime games this season after picking up a win over 
Villanova (22-14) and a 76-69 OT victory over Texas.
   For the third consecutive game, Fields paced the 
Mountaineers with 22 points and 12 rebounds for her eighth 
double-double of the year. Holmes had 17 points and a 
team-high fi ve assists. Stepney reached double fi gures with 
11 points. Senior Crystal Leary had a strong game with eight 
points and tied a season-high 11 rebounds.

  For the second consecutive game, the West Virginia 
University women’s basketball team rallied from a defi cit in 
the fi nal minute of regulation to force overtime and prevail

  The Mountaineers (23-14) trailed by two with a little over 
a minute remaining in regulation. After a Crystal Leary steal, 
Bria Holmes connected on a pair of free throws with 12 
seconds left to send the game to overtime.
  Holmes once again found the net with a jumper at 4:34 in 
Overtime. Despite a valiant Temple eff ort, the Mountaineers 
outscored the Owls 13-5 in overtime to advance to the WNIT 
Championship game for the fi rst time since 2005.
 Holmes tallied a game-high 22 points in the victory. 
Senior Averee Fields belted out 20 points, grabbed eight 
rebounds and dished out three assists.

  WVU (23-15) led by six with seven minutes remaining. 
However, UCLA (19-18) fought back to tie the game with a 
Kari Korver three-pointer with 4:19 remaining. On the next 
off ensive possession, Jordin Canada nailed a layup that 
would up the Bruins up for good.
  The Mountaineers cut the game to one with a Linda 
Stepney layup at the 44 second mark. Nearly 25 seconds 
later, UCLA stretched their lead to fi ve with two Canada free 
throws. Stepney connected on a triple with 12 seconds left, 
but the Mountaineers were out of timeouts and unable to 
foul as the Bruins collected their fi rst WNIT title.
  Three Mountaineers scored in double-fi gures as senior 
Averee Fields fi nished with a team-high 17 points. Bria 
Holmes scored 14, dished out six assists and collected fi ve 
rebounds. Linda Stepney had 10 points, while senior Crystal 
of  followed with eight rebounds.
  Fields and Holmes were named to the WNIT All-
Tournament team. Fields averaged 17.7 points and 8.2 
rebounds during the six-game tournament. Holmes followed 
with 16.8 points and 21 assists. UCLA’s Canada was tabbed 
tournament MVP after boasting a game-high 31 points.
  Overall there were 12 ties and 10 lead changes during the 
contest.
