ANOTHER NCAA APPEARANCE
• West Virginia made its 11th NCAA 

Championship appearance and the fi rst 
since being a No. 2-seed in 2014. 

• WVU made a school-record 10th 
consecutive postseason appearance and 
has reached the postseason 12 times in 
15 seasons under Mike Carey. 

• Carey’s squads have reached the NCAA 
Tournament nine times and participated 
in the Women’s National Invitation 
Tournament three times.  

• The Mountaineers were a No. 6-seed for 
the fi rst time in program history. 

• WVU is 9-11 all-time in NCAA Tournament 
games and is 7-9 under Mike Carey. 

• No. 6-seed West Virginia defeated No. 
11-seed Princeton, 74-65, in the NCAA 
Championship First Round on March 18.

• Bria Holmes netted a game-high 26 
points and matched a school NCAA 
Championship record with eight assists in 
the victory. 

• WVU fell 88-81 at Ohio State in the NCAA 
Second Round on March 20 at OSU’s St. 
John Arena. 

• Holmes led WVU with 21 points, while 
Lanay Montgomery registered a team-
best 10 rebounds in the loss. 

• Also reaching double-fi gures were Tynice 
Martin (16), Teana Muldrow (15) and 
Jessica Morton (12). 

HOLMES ACHIEVES HER DREAM
• Bria Holmes became the highest 

Mountaineer drafted in the WNBA with 
her 11th overall selection in the fi rst 
round by the Atlanta Dream. The previous 
highest pick was Asya Bussie’s 15th 
overall selection in the second round by 
the Minnesota Lynx. 

• The guard led WVU with 16.8 points 
and 3.7 assists per game and tallied 589 
points with 145 rebounds in 35 contests. 

• With her 21 points against Ohio State 
on March 20, Holmes became the third 
Mountaineer in program history to reach 
the 2,000-point plateau. 

YOUTHFUL SUCCESS
• West Virginia’s roster featured 

11 newcomers this season. The 
Mountaineers’ were tied with UT Martin 
as the third-youngest team in the country 
by scholarship players returning (27%). 

• WVU, which inked 25 wins this season 
was the youngest team in the country, by 
scholarship percentage, to produce 20 or 
more victories this season. 

• West Virginia exceeded expectations 
in the Big 12 this season. WVU was 
projected to place sixth, as voted by the 
league’s head coaches. WVU fi nished third 
in the Big 12 with a 12-6 mark.

  Freshman Alexis Brewer tallied a game-high 14 points, as 
the West Virginia University women’s basketball team cruised 
to a 77-34 victory over Delaware State in front of 2,232 fans in 
the season opener at the WVU Coliseum.

  Brewer, a native of Bardstown, Kentucky, connected 
on 6-of-7 fi eld goals, snagged four rebounds, collected 
two assists and had a steal in 15 minutes of action. Teana 
Muldrow netted six fourth quarter points and fi nished the 
evening with 13 points and eight rebounds. Freshman 
Katrina Pardee rounded out WVU’s double-fi gure scorers with 
10 points, three rebounds and three assists.
  Overall, WVU made 33-of-67 fi eld goal attempts for 49.3 
percent shooting. The Mountaineers connected on fi ve three 
pointers and dished out 19 assists in the triumph. Delaware 
State (0-1) was outrebounded, 52-29, and committed 18 
turnovers resulting in 23 West Virginia points.

  The West Virginia University women’s basketball team 
cruised past Coppin State with a 96-64 victory Monday 
evening inside the WVU Coliseum.
  The Mountaineers (2-0) fi red on all cylinders off ensively, 
scoring a Coliseum-record 63 points in half. That mark bested 
the previous record of 62 set against Duquesne in 1991. 
Coppin State (0-2) bounced back to score 38 points in the 
second half, as the Mountaineers eclipsed 90 points for the 
fi rst time since tallying 101 against Saint Francis (Pa.) last 
season.
  Senior guard Bria Holmes led all scorers with 23 points, 
while grabbing seven rebounds and dishing out fi ve assists.

  A second half comeback fell short for the West Virginia 
University women’s basketball team, as the Mountaineers 
fell 62-57 to Gonzaga in the opening game of the Naismith 
Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame Women’s Challenge at the 
McCarthey Athletic Center on Sunday.
  The Mountaineers (2-1) overcame a 19-point defi cit by 
outscoring the Bulldogs (3-1) 19-9 in the third quarter. West 
Virginia took a four-point lead, 48-44, after a layup from 
Bria Holmes with under seven minutes remaining in the 
fourth quarter. GU fought back and tied the game on three 
more occasions. Back-to-back layups from freshman Laura 
Stockton gave the Zags a lead they would never relinquish 
and clinch the victory. West Virginia fi red off  a three-pointer 
in the fi nal seconds to tie the game, but it just missed with 
GU gathering the rebound. Stockton and Jill Barta led 
Gonzaga with 14 points each.
  Holmes scored all of her 19 points in the second half 
to lead the Mountaineers. Lanay Montgomery grabbed a 
team-leading 10 rebounds, scored seven points and blocked 
four shots in 21 minutes of action. Tynice Martin posted eight 
points and pulled in seven rebounds, while Teana Muldrow 
contributed with six points and seven rebounds.
 Both teams shot 33.3 percent from the fi eld for the game 
with WVU knocking down 21-of-63 and Gonzaga hitting 
20-of-63. The Mountaineers were out-rebounded 45-40 and 
committed 15 turnovers. WVU blocked six shots and dished 
out 11 assists in the contest.
  West Virginia maintained a lead for half of the fi rst 
quarter until Barta tallied seven consecutive points to give 
the Bulldogs an 11-8 edge. A poor shooting second quarter 
allowed Gonzaga to make a 9-0 run and push their lead to 
double-fi gures. The Bulldogs outscored WVU, 24-10, in the 
second quarter and took a 35-18 lead at the break. Barta led 
all scorers with 13 points, while Tynice Martin had fi ve points 
for the Mountaineers.
  In the second half, West Virginia improved its fi eld goal 
percentage to 40.0 percent (14-of-35).

  The Mountaineers (3-2) jumped out to an eight point 
lead in the fi rst quarter and never trailed in the contest.

 A smothering defense helped the West Virginia University 
women’s basketball team pick up a 72-35 victory over Kansas 
at the WVU Coliseum. Saturday’s victory gave coach Mike 
Carey his 600th overall career win in 28 years of coaching 
at the collegiate level. Carey won 288 games in 13 seasons 
as the men’s coach at Salem International and currently has 
claimed 312 victories at WVU in 15 seasons. 
  Early in the fi rst quarter, Kansas held a lead for nearly four 
minutes. However, the Mountaineers utilized a 13-1 run to 
retake the advantage and never looked back. WVU outscored 
Kansas in every quarter and limited the Jayhawks to the 
fewest points allowed against a Big 12 opponent since the 
Mountaineers joined the league during the 2012-13 season. 
The win gave West Virginia (15-4, 4-2 Big 12) its fi rst regular 
season sweep in league action since 2014. KU dropped to 
5-12 overall and 0-6 in the Big 12.
 Reigning Big 12 Freshman of the Week Tynice Martin led 
all scorers and netted a season-high 18 points in the victory. 
The guard made 8-of-12 from the fi eld, while dishing out a 
pair of assists and grabbing two steals.
  Bria Holmes climbed to No. 4 on WVU’s all-time scoring 
ledger with her 14 points on the night, passing Kate Bulger 
(1,733) with 1,734 points. 
  Lanay Montgomery registered a double-double with 14 
points and 17 rebounds. Montgomery made fi ve of her seven 
fi eld goal attempts and blocked three shots. Teana Muldrow 
eclipsed the double-fi gure plateau with 10 points.
  West Virginia shot 45.2 percent (28-of-62) from the fi eld 
despite making just two three-pointers. WVU outmanned KU, 
46-34, on the boards and dominated the paint, 44-16. 
  The fi rst quarter remained tight for the fi rst six minutes 
of action. Kansas took an 8-5 lead after Kaylee Kopatich 
connected on a layup at the 5:29 mark. West Virginia closed 
the half on a 10-1 run.
  West Virginia pushed its run to 13-1, taking an 18-11 lead 
in the second quarter. The Mountaineers would outscore 
Kansas 17-5 in the second stanza to take a commanding 32-

 The Mountaineers picked up the off ensive pace, scoring 
18 points in the third quarter. Martin netted her fourth 
consecutive double-fi gure game by reaching the 10-point 
plateau in the frame.

 TCU (11-8, 3-5) used fi ve three-pointers in the fourth 
quarter to cut the defi cit to 11 with two minutes remaining. 
West Virginia hit 12 free throws in the fourth quarter to seal 
the win. The 97 points were the most for a Mountaineer team 
against a Big 12 opponent since joining the league in 2013.
  Jessica Morton netted a career-high 26 points followed 
by 24 from Senior CLASS Award candidate Bria Holmes.  
 Teana Muldrow registered her fi rst career double-double 
with 21 points and 10 rebounds. Morton and Muldrow 
combined for 20-of-27 from the fi eld. Holmes dished out a 
team-leading eight assists in the triumph, while moving to 
third on WVU’s scoring ledger with 1,758 career points. The 
trio of Mountaineers reaching 20 points happened for the 
second time in program history on Sunday. The previous feat 
occured on Dec. 14, 1996 at Robert Morris when Rebecca 
Burbridge, Talisha Hargis and Christie Lambert all reached 20 
points. 
 West Virginia knocked down 56.1 percent (37-of-66) from 
the fi eld and connected on 7-of-17 for 41.2 percent from 
behind the three-point line.

 The West Virginia University women’s basketball team 
used a strong 24-4 fi rst quarter performance to collect the 
regular-season series sweep over Texas Tech with a 69-42 
victory on Tuesday at the United Supermarkets Arena.
  WVU (17-6, 6-4 Big 12) limited Texas Tech to four points 
in the fi rst quarter – the lowest of the season since Delaware 
State tallied four points in a quarter on Nov. 17. However, TTU 
(11-11, 2-9) fought back to trim the game to nine points with 
2:32 remaining in the second quarter. WVU was able to push 
the advantage to 31-17 at the half. The Mountaineers shot 
53.3 percent in the second half and cruised to a 17th victory, 
matching the regular season win total from the 2014-15 
campaign. Additionally, West Virginia picked up its fourth 
road victory in the Big 12.

  West Virginia (18-6, 7-4 Big 12) opened the fi rst quarter 
with a steady 16-10 advantage. The Wildcats (14-8, 4-7) 
kept the game much closer in the second quarter, but WVU 
ended the fi rst half with a 30-23 lead.

(15-of-61). The Mountaineers won the rebound battle, 51-33, 
and outscored the Cyclones 31-16 in the paint.

  West Virginia (20-7, 9-5 Big 12) built its lead up to 16 in 
the third quarter, but Oklahoma (17-8, 8-6) clawed back to 
single digits with 4:07 remaining in the fourth quarter. Gabbi 
Ortiz made a layup to trim the WVU lead to 55-51 with 2:03 
remaining. Teana Muldrow answered on the next possession 
with a layup, but the Sooners used a basket from Peyton 
Little to cut the game back to four.
  Arielle Roberson made her fi rst free throw to put the 
Mountaineers up by fi ve points. She missed her second 
attempt, but powered her way to snatch a rebound with one 
arm, and draw a foul. The senior made the two free throws to 
give the Mountaineers a seven-point edge with 40 seconds 
remaining and help West Virginia collect its fi rst Top 25 
victory of the season. Wednesday’s victory marked the 10th 
time in Mike Carey’s 15 seasons that WVU reached the 20-win 
plateau.
  All-America candidate Bria Holmes led the Mountaineers 
with 14 points and fi ve rebounds. Freshman Tynice Martin 
made 4-of-8 from the fi eld and added three free throws to 
fi nish with 12 points and four boards. Chania Ray matched 
a season-high 11 points, while dishing out three assists and 
collecting two steals. Muldrow rounded out WVU’s double-
fi gure scorers with 10 points. Roberson netted nine points 
and reached the double-fi gure rebounding mark for the 
fourth consecutive game with 14 rebounds. 
 West Virginia shot 36 percent (20-of-55) from the 
fi eld, while Oklahoma made 36.1 percent (22-of-61). The 
Mountaineers netted fi ve three-pointers and tallied 18 free 
throws. Oklahoma went 0-of-17 from behind the three-point 
line. WVU collected 12 steals, while blocking six shots. WVU 
converted 19 OU turnovers into 13 points. 
  Martin’s three-pointer capped a 10-2 run to start the fi rst 
four minutes of the opening quarter. Oklahoma closed the 
fi nal six minutes on an 8-3 run, as WVU’s advantage was 
narrowed to 13-10 at the end of the fi rst quarter.
  An Alexis Brewer three-pointer sparked a 7-2 Mountaineer 
run to start the second quarter. Holmes’ layup gave West 
Virginia an 11-point lead with 3:04 remaining in the half. 
Buckets from OU’s McKenna Treece and Little cut the contest 
to 26-19 at the break.
  In the third quarter, Oklahoma charged back in the fi rst 
three to minutes to trim the Mountaineer lead to fi ve. West 
Virginia sprinted out to a 12-2 run and led by as many as 16. 
The Sooners’ Kaylon Williams hit a layup and made a free 
throw in the fi nal minute to make it a 40-28 contest in favor 
of the Mountaineers after three periods.
  Gioya Carter’s free throws trimmed the Sooner defi cit to 
single digits with four minutes remaining in the game. OU 
cut the contest to four in the fi nal two minutes. However, 
Roberson’s three consecutive free throws in the last minute 
helped WVU push its lead back to seven and improve to 4-0 
against the Sooners in Morgantown.

  Senior guard Bria Holmes tallied a season-high 30 points, 
as the West Virginia University women’s basketball team 
erased a 13-point third quarter defi cit to engineer an 83-72 
come-from-behind victory over TCU on Wednesday evening 
at the WVU Coliseum.
  Both teams traded jabs in the fi rst half with 11 ties and 
fi ve lead changes, but WVU (21-8, 10-6 Big 12) held a slight 
45-43 lead at the break.

  Nearly a minute later, Morton’s jumper sparked a 9-1 
Mountaineer run, as WVU collected its fourth consecutive 
home victory and snapped TCU’s three-game win streak. 
Wednesday’s triumph also gave WVU its 10th Big 12 victory 
of the season, second only to WVU’s 16 wins in 2014.
 Holmes fi nished with a season-high 30 points, while 
dishing out four assists, blocking three shots and collecting 
two steals.

Bria Holmes capped a memorable Senior Night with a team-
high 27 points, as the Mountaineers rolled to an 82-48 victory 
over No. 22 Oklahoma State on Saturday evening .
  WVU (22-8, 11-6 Big 12) sprinted out to a 22-11 lead after 
one quarter and never trailed, as the Mountaineers pushed 
their advantage to 30 midway through the fourth quarter. 
Oklahoma State fell to 20-8 overall and 10-7 in the league. 
  The 27-point eff ort from Holmes and a season-high 20 
points from Martin helped the Mountaineers collect their 
second Associated Press Top 25 win of the year. A season-
high 5,080 fans were on hand for the victory, marking the 
12th largest crowd to watch a WVU women’s basketball game 
at the Coliseum.
  Holmes eclipsed the 500-point plateau for the third 
consecutive season, becoming the only Mountaineer 
women’s basketball player to achieve that feat. She fi nished 
10-of-18 from the fi eld and 4-of-7 from behind the three-
point line.
  Following the game during an on-court interview with 
analyst Meg Bulger on ROOT SPORTS Pittsburgh, Holmes’  
longtime boyfriend Oterrious Diggins asked her to marry 
him. The New Haven, Connecticut, native said yes.
   Teana Muldrow also reached double-fi gures in the 
win with 14 points, while grabbing six rebounds. Lanay 
Montgomery led WVU with nine rebounds and six blocks.
  Off ensively, WVU shot 55.2 percent (32-of-58) from 
the fi eld and a season-high 54.2 percent (13-of-24) from 
behind the three-point line. Despite being outrebounded 
39-to-28 by the Cowgirls, WVU converted 18 Oklahoma 
State turnovers into 18 points. WVU’s bench outscored OSU, 
40-13. Brittney Martin led the Cowgirls with 14 points and 16 
rebounds.
 Holmes and Morton combined for WVU’s fi rst 13 points as 
the Mountaineers held a 13-9 lead in the fi rst seven minutes 
of action.

  A Muldrow three-pointer extended WVU’s lead to 38-20 
with 4:30 left in the second quarter.

  West Virginia made seven of 15 shots in the fourth quarter, 
as the Mountaineers rolled to their largest margin of victory 
in a Big 12 game this season.

  Five players reached double-fi gures as the No. 22-ranked 
West Virginia University women’s basketball team rolled to 
an 82-57 victory over Iowa State on Tuesday evening at the 
Hilton Coliseum to conclude the regular season.
  The Mountaineers (23-8, 12-6 Big 12) sprinted out to 
a 12-0 lead and never trailed in the contest. West Virginia 
drained nine three-pointers in the fi rst half and held a 42-27 
halftime advantage. Iowa State (13-16, 5-13) trimmed the 
game to 19 points early in the third quarter, but a barrage 
of three consecutive triples helped WVU push its lead back 
to 20. The Mountaineers fi nished with 13 three-pointers, 
matching their season-high set against Oklahoma State.
  Teana Muldrow scored 14 points, including making 4-of-5 
from the three-point line. The sophomore grabbed eight 
rebounds in the contest. Bria Holmes fi nished with 13 points 
and a game-high eight assists. Lanay Montgomery tallied 14 
points and eight rebounds. Freshmen Katrina Pardee added 
14 points, while Tynice Martin contributed with 13. In the 
rebound column, Arielle Roberson paced the Mountaineers 
with 11 boards.
  With the win on Tuesday, West Virginia fi nished third 
in the Big 12 Conference with a 12-6 league record. The 
Mountaineers earn their second-highest seed for the Phillips 
66 Big 12 Championship after qualifying as the No. 2-seed in 
2014. No. 3-seed WVU will play No. 6-seed Kansas State in the 
quarterfi nal round on Saturday, March 5.
 For the seventh time this season, WVU shot over 50 
percent from the fi eld after connecting on 50.8 percent (30-
of-59). The Mountaineers nailed 13 three-pointers, shooting 
a season-best 56.5 percent (13-of-23) from behind the arc. 
West Virginia won the rebound battle, 40-26, and outscored 
ISU’s bench 31-9. The Cyclones shot 35.2 percent (19-of-54) 
from the fi eld. WVU dished out 20 assists compared to eight 
for Iowa State. Junior Seanna Johnson led ISU with 21 points 
and 14 rebounds.
  Treys from Chania Ray and Pardee helped the 
Mountaineers open up to a six-point lead. WVU would go on 
to push its lead to 12-0 before Iowa State’s Bridget Carleton 
hit a trey at the 3:52 mark. WVU led 20-8 after one quarter, as 
the Mountaineers fi nished the period shooting 42.9 percent 
(6-of-14). Ray would fi nish with eight points.
  Pardee’s three-pointer at the 6:52 mark in the second 
quarter stretched West Virginia’s lead to 19 points. However, 
the Cyclones charged back with a 12-2 run to cut the game to 
nine with less than three minutes remaining. WVU ended the 
half with three consecutive three-pointers to push the lead 
back to 42-27 at the break.
   West Virginia connected on seven of its fi rst 10 shots in 
the third quarter. Martin’s jumper just under the fi ve-minute 
mark gave WVU a 26-point advantage. The Cyclones trimmed 
the game to 20 points three diff erent times as the quarter 
came to a close. 
 Nicole Blaskowsky’s three-pointer early in the fourth 
quarter cut the Mountaineer advantage to 19. Muldrow’s 
three-pointer midway through the period marked the fi fth 
player to reach double-fi gures. West Virginia fi nished with 80 
or more points for the third consecutive game and capped 
the regular season on a three-game win streak.

 Martin’s 20 points matched a season-high, while her 
eight made fi eld goals tied three others for most in a WVU 
Big 12 Championship game. Jessica Morton contributed 
with 16 points and tied a season-high fi ve rebounds. Bria 
Holmes netted 10 points and fi ve boards in the victory. Teana 
Muldrow just missed a double-double, scoring nine points 
and grabbing nine rebounds.
  Off ensively, WVU shot 47.5 percent (28-of-59) from the 
fi eld compared to K-State’s 43.1 percent (22-of-51). The 
Mountaineers won the rebound battle, 35-28, and outscored 
the Wildcats on the bench 47-10. WVU dished out 14 assists, 
collected nine steals and blocked fi ve shots.

 Bria Holmes scored 26 points to lead the No. 6-seed 
West Virginia University women’s basketball team to a 
74-65 victory over No. 11-seed Princeton in the NCAA 
Championship First Round on Friday afternoon at the Ohio 
State University’s St. John Arena.
  There were seven lead changes and each team lead 
for nearly 20 minutes in the contest. West Virginia (25-9) 
overcame a slow fi rst half and ended the opening half on 
a 14-8 run to take a 30-29 halftime lead. The Mountaineers 
opened the third quarter on a 9-2 run and took an eight-
point lead before the Tigers (23-6) came fi ring back with a 
nine-point run of their own to take a one-point lead.
  Tynice Martin was fouled from behind the three-point 
line with 2:23 left in the third period, she connected on 
all three free throws to give WVU a three-point lead. The 
Mountaineers maintained a 49-46 edge after three quarters.    
  In the fourth quarter, a Holmes layup and a Martin jumper 
stretched WVU’s advantage to 12. Alex Wheatley hit a layup 
under a minute to go to narrow the Mountaineers’ lead to 
fi ve. WVU made six free throws down the stretch to pick up 
its fi rst NCAA Tournament win since 2014.
   Holmes netted 26 points and dished out a school NCAA 
Championship record eight assists in 39 minutes. The senior 
guard is now 20 points away from becoming the third 
Mountaineer to score 2,000 or more points. Martin added 
16 points and matched a season-high eight rebounds, while 
picking up three steals. 
 Off ensively, WVU shot 39.3 percent (24-of-61) from the 
fi eld compared to Princeton’s 42.6 percent (26-of-61). The 
Mountaineers scored 21 points off  13 Princeton turnovers 
and outscored the Tiger bench 26-14. West Virginia made 20-
of-25 from the free throw line for 80.0 percent. WVU netted 
14 assists, collected nine steals and blocked eight shots.
  Princeton connected on six of its fi rst nine shots, while 
the Mountaineers made just three of 13 as Princeton jumped 
out to a 13-7 advantage in the fi rst fi ve minutes. West Virginia 
rallied with a 9-5 run to close the quarter and trim Princeton’s 
edge to 18-16.  
 The Tigers added the fi rst fi ve points in the second 
quarter. West Virginia outscored Princeton 14-to-6 in the last 
six minutes to take a 30-29 halftime advantage.   
 West Virginia opened the second half with a 9-2 run. 
However, the Tigers sprinted out on a nine-point run and 
took a 40-39 lead with a Tarakchian layup with four minutes 
remaining in the period. WVU sprinted on a 9-4 run and 
maintained a 49-44 edge with a minute left in the quarter.

  West Virginia (25-10) held a 21-15 lead after the fi rst 
quarter, but Ohio State (26-7) used a 17-3 spurt to open the 
second quarter to take the lead. The game was tied 39-39 at 
halftime after OSU’s Kelsey Mitchell hit a three-pointer to tie 
the contest. Late in the third quarter, the Buckeyes used a 
13-3 run and pushed its lead to 12.
  Jessica Morton hit a jumper to cut the OSU lead to 80-77 
with 1:18 remaining in the contest. The teams traded free 
throws to keep the game at three points with 27 seconds 
remaining. OSU made one free throw with 25 seconds 
remaining to push the edge to four. A WVU turnover on the 
next possession resulted in an easy Buckeye layup, as Ohio 
State held on to advance to the Sweet 16.
  Bria Holmes netted a team-best 21 points to lead the 
Mountaineers. With a free throw late in the game, Holmes 
became the third Mountaineer to reach the 2,000-point 
club for her career. The New Haven, Connecticut, native 
fi nished with 2,001 career points. Tynice Martin registered 16 
points and eight rebounds. Teana Muldrow tallied 15 points, 
grabbed nine boards and blocked three shots. Morton scored 
12 points to cap her career.
 Overall, West Virginia committed 27 turnovers resulting 
40 Buckeye points. The Mountaineers outscored OSU 36-24 
in the paint and scored 46 bench points. WVU shot 47.7 
percent (31-of-65) from the fi eld compared to Ohio State’s 
37.1 percent (26-of-70). The Buckeyes made 26-of-33 (78.8 
percent) from the charity stripe, while WVU made 10-of-13 
(76.9 percent). 
  The fi rst six minutes of the opening quarter was an 
off ensive frenzy. The Mountaineers jumped out to a 17-13 
lead, despite Ohio State shooting 67 percent in the opening 
few minutes. Martin and Muldrow added jumpers to give 
West Virginia a 21-15 advantage after one quarter.
  Ohio State utilized a 17-3 run to start the quarter, while 
West Virginia was held scoreless for fi ve minutes. Holmes 
nailed a trey to tie the game at 24-24 with 6:27 remaining 
in the period. However, OSU would stretch its lead to 32-24 
after another Mitchell three-pointer. WVU rallied on a 12-2 
run to take a 37-34 lead with 1:41 remaining. The game 
was tied 39-39 at halftime. Remarkably, the previous NCAA 
Tournament meeting against the Buckeyes was tied 38-38 at 
the half on March 20, 2004 in St. John Arena.
 Starting the third quarter, Ohio State broke open the 
game with a 13-3 run to take a 52-43 edge with 6:28 left. 
The Mountaineers trimmed the game down to three from 
a Brewer three-pointer, 54-51, with 3:22 left. However, OSU 
responded with an eight-point run. Ray’s three-pointer at the 
end of the third quarter capped a fi ve-point sprint to cut the 
game to 67-60.
