LAST TIME OUT
•	 Four Mountaineers reached double-figures 

in West Virginia’s 82-59 win over High Point 
on Sunday. 

•	 WVU matched a season-high with 20 
assists and snatched a season-best 16 
steals in the victory. HPU was the eighth 
consecutive Mountaineer opponent to 
shoot less than 40 percent from the field. 

•	 Tynice Martin led the way with 21 points. 
Teana Muldrow (12/pts, 10 rebs) and 
Lanay Montgomery (15 pts, 14 rebs) had 
double-doubles. Alexis Brewer matched her 
season-best with 13 points.  

A BLAZING START
•	 West Virginia, 7-0, is off to its best start 

since the 2010-11 season, when the 
Mountaineers finished the nonconference 
slate at 13-0 and started the year 16-0. 

•	 Other best season-opening starts under 
Mike Carey include 9-0 in 2004-05 and 
10-0 in 2002-03.  

A TIME CRUNCH
•	 West Virginia has led for 273 minutes and 

29 seconds out of 280 minutes in the first 
seven games. WVU has only trailed for a 
total of 1:48 - :13 seconds vs. Howard and 
1:35 against Auburn.

PHYSICAL FOR 40
•	 West Virginia has limited its first seven 

opponents this season to less than 40 
percent shooting and three of those less 
than 30 percent: Charleston Southern 
(17.7%), Howard (32.0%), Coppin State 
(22.6%), NC A&T (32.2%), ECU (35.8%), 
Auburn (27.6%) and High Point (35.6%).

•	 Through seven games, opponents are 
shooting just 28.8 percent (116-of-403) 
from the field. 

•	 WVU has converted 142 opponent 
turnovers (20.3 TOPG) into 169 points (24.1 
ppg) this season. 

•	 The Mountaineers have 75 steals (10.7 
spg) on the season and reached double-
digit steals in 5-of-7 games: Charleston 
Southern (11), Howard (15), Coppin St. (10), 
East Carolina (11) and High Point (16).

•	 The 11 field goals for Charleston Southern 
marked the 17th time in program history 
that WVU has held an opponent to 11 or 
fewer field goals in a game since 2004. 

•	 In the win over Coppin State, WVU’s 14 
blocks were the 10th-most in program 
history and the highest since deflecting 14 
against Temple on April 1, 2015. 

•	 The most points allowed in a quarter this 
season was 24 against NC A&T on Nov. 22.

•	 ECU was limited to four points in the fourth 
quarter, tying a record-low for points scored 
in a quarter by a WVU opponents.

•	  Morehead State (5-2) has won its last two 
games including a 100-52 win over Kentucky 
Christian on Monday. MSU fell to Georgia 
State, 68-50, and at No. 20 Kentucky, 74-47.
•	The Eagles are averaging 72.4 points and 
shooting 40.7 percent (200-of-492) from 
the field. Opponents are scoring just 58.1 
points per game and are shooting at a 31.3 
percent (139-of-444) clip. MSU’s field goal 
percentage defense is seventh in the NCAA. 
•	Morehead State ranks fourth nationally 
with 7.6 blocked shots per game and is fifth 
in the NCAA with a three-point field goal 
percentage defense of 19.2 percent. 
•	Eriel McKee paces MSU with 11.5 points 
and 9.0 rebounds per game. Preseason 
All-OVC selection Brianna McQueen follows 
with 11.3 points per game. Aaliyah Wells 
rounds out the double-figure scorers with 
10.0 points per contest. Brooke Todd is fifth 
nationally with 3.9 blocks per game. 

SCOUTING MSU
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ALMOST HEAVEN, WEST VIRGINIA
•	 West Virginia has won a school-record 28 

consecutive nonconference games inside the 
WVU Coliseum dating back to Nov. 24, 2013. 

•	 The Mountaineers last loss against a 
nonconference opponent at the WVU 
Coliseum came to Ohio State on Nov. 8, 2013, 
with WVU falling 70-61. 

•	 The previous record of 19 lasted from Dec. 30, 
2008 to Jan. 2, 2011.

•	 West Virginia is 100-7 (.935) at home against 
nonconference opponents since 2002.

•	 WVU has registered nine undefeated seasons 
at home against nonconference competition in 
15 years under Mike Carey. 

MARTIN ON A ROLL  
•	 Sophomore Tynice Martin has been on fire 

since Feb. 13, 2016. The sophomore has 
reached double-figures in 15 of the last 17 
contests, including nine consecutive. 

•	 During that stretch, Martin is averaging 17.3 
points per game (277 points in 16 games).

•	 This season, she is averaging 20.6 points per 
game, which leads the Big 12.

•	 West Virginia is 5-0 when Martin scores 20 or 
more points in a game. 

•	 She netted a career-high 28 points and 
matched a career-best nine field goals in 
the win over North Carolina A&T on Nov. 
22. Martin added another 27 points against 
Howard on Nov. 15. Martin tallied 21 points in 
the win over High Point (Nov. 27). 

•	 Martin averaged 20.0 points, 3.3 rebounds 
and 2.0 assists in the Savanah Invitational to 
earn MVP honors - the first regular-season 
tournament accolade in her career.  

•	 Martin made 30 consecutive free throws from 
March 18, 2016 to Nov. 24, 2016 - the second 
longest streak in program history. 

•	 For her career, Martin is shooting 84.8 percent 
(84-of-99) from the free throw line.

•	 The Atlanta native is just the third WVU 
sophomore to finish perfect from the line in 
double figures after she went 10-of-10 from 
the charity stripe against Howard (Nov. 15).

NATION’S BEST
•	 It’s still early, but West Virginia sits in the top 

10 nationally in multiple statistical categories. 
•	 Through games on Nov. 28, WVU is third 

nationally in field goal percentage defense 
(28.8%), eighth in scoring margin (+28.7) and 
seventh in scoring defense (49.7 ppg).

•	 Chania Ray is 21st nationally and leads the 
Big 12 with 6.6 assists per game.

•	 Tynice Martin paces the Big 12 and is 31st in 
the NCAA with 20.6 points per game. 

•	 Lanay Montgomery’s 3.0 blocked shots 
per game are first in the league and 16th 
nationally. 

•	 Montgomery leads the Big 12 with 4.1 
offensive rebounds per game.

Montgomery Achieves Historic Feat in Opener
	 Senior Lanay Montgomery’s recorded a historic 
performance of 17 points and 18 rebounds to pace 
the No. 22/25 ranked West Virginia University women’s 
basketball team to a season-opening, 88-38, victory over 
Charleston Southern on Saturday.
 	 West Virginia (1-0) sprinted out to an 11-5 lead 
before Charleston Southern (0-1) cut the game to 11-9 
midway through the first quarter. WVU utilized a 12-2 
run and held CSU scoreless for a seven minute stretch 
that lasted late in the second quarter and the first three 
minutes of the third quarter. The Mountaineers are now 
13-3 all-time in season openers under Mike Carey and 
29-15 all-time.
 	 Montgomery was one of three WVU players to 
score 17 points in the contest and did something a 
Mountaineer had not accomplished in 25 years. The 
senior from Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, connected a 
perfect 7-of-7 from the field and added 3-of-4 from the 
charity stripe in 21 minutes. Montgomery’s impressive 
17 point and 18 rebound performance was the best for 
a WVU women’s basketball player since Donna Abbott 
posted 22 points and 19 rebounds against Rutgers on 
Feb. 28, 1991. The double-double marked the 10th in 
Montgomery’s career and she has now pulled down 
double-digit boards in back-to-back games.
 	 Overall, West Virginia connected on 50.8 percent (32-
of-63) from the field and 39.1 percent from behind the 
arc (9-of-23). The Mountaineers held CSU to just 17.7 
percent (11-of-62) shooting, as the Buccaneers became 
the 17th opponent in WVU program history to only make 
11 or less field goals.
	 West Virginia outmanned Charleston Southern, 60-31, 
on the boards and outscored CSU 38-2 in the paint. 
WVU capitalized with 21 second chance points and 24 
points off 16 Buccaneers turnovers.
 	 Junior Teana Muldrow scored 17 points, collected 
seven rebounds, dished out three assists and snatched a 
pair of steals. Tynice Martin also eclipsed double figures 
with 17 points, making 7-of-13 from the field and 3-of-7 
from the 3-point line.
 	 Chania Ray distributed a career-high 11 assists – the 
most for a Mountaineer point guard since Linda Stepney 
recorded 12 against Saint Francis in Dec. 2014. Ray also 
registered four rebounds and two steals.
 	 A couple of other Mountaineers reach career highs: 
Anja Martin tallied a personal-best eight points and 
Desiree Rhodes corralled a new career-high in 12 
boards. Kristina King, the Big 12 Conference Preseason 
Newcomer of the Year, scored eight points in her WVU 
debut.
